Cagliari is the political, administrative, 
economic and cultural centre of Sardinia. 
Inhabited ever since prehistoric times the 
city sums up the entire history of the island, 
struggled over by Carthaginians, Romans, 
Byzantines, Arabs, Pisans, Aragoneses and 
Savoyards. It is of Phoenician-Punic origin 
(Karalis) and there are still some imposing 
Roman ruins to be seen today.

Built on seven hills that identify the city 
districts (Castello, Tuvu Mannu, Tuvixeddu, 
Monte Claro, Monte Urpinu, Bonaria, San 
Michele), the city has its originary nucleus 
in Castello district, the highest point of the 
city overlooking the surrounding area.

60-hour Italian language courses are organized during the Autumn and the Spring semesters by
the University Centre for Italian teaching to foreigners (CIS) and ISMOKA. The language courses
are available for the following levels: A1, A2, B1, B2.

Online intensive courses may be offered before the start of the academic year to foreign
students enrolling at UniCA.

Summer/winter schools (BIP Erasmus+) on Italian language and culture are organized each year
as one-week blended intensive courses, mainly reserved for the staff of partner universities.
